


* Denmark’s Healthy Community Project 2005 -2008 (Healthway) addressed
health and well-being issues/activities which included finding better ways to bring
the Denmark community together, pooling resources in a sustainable and
collaborative way in order to build a new vision for Denmark (DCFF formed)

» Over 80 community groups all vying for small amounts of local funding e.g.
Council community grants = only $20,000 per annum in total.

» Population of Denmark = 5,000 approximately, with 3,800 permanent residents
and the rest are listed as absentee owners etc.

» 33.4% of Denmark’s population is over the age of 60 years, so one third =
seniors

* Denmark is a diverse and sometimes discordant community = very interesting
community, but getting people to ‘pull together’ over just about anything is difficult
e.g. wind farm, opening of Inlet bar, community park and hospital locations etc...

 Certain larger groups are better organised e.g. Denmark Environment Centre,
Green Skills, Denmark Arts, but smaller groups (all voluntary) don't have
necessary grant writing, administration skills to chase funding for small projects,
